Desde ent&o, o Encontro Nacional de Histéria das Ciéncias e da Tecnologia tem periodicidade
bienal. Em 2012 realizou-se na Universidade de Evora sob a teméatica “Ciéncia, crise e
mudan¢a” e em 2014 realizou-se na Universidade de Aveiro tendo como tema “Construir
ciéncia, construir o mundo®. Foi em 2012 que se realizou o0 1° Congresso Internacional de
Historia Interdisciplinar da Saude na Faculdade de Farmacia da Universidade de Coimbra.

Neste ano de 2016 a tematica é: “Historia, ciéncias e saude: entre a ciéncia, a
tecnologia e a sociedade”. Em torno desta tematica geral propde-se uma reflexao e debate
sobre diferentes topicos a seguir enunciados destacando o papel de diferentes instituigoes,
agentes e meios.

Scope

The 5! National Meeting of History of Science and Technology will take place between
13 and 15 of July 2016 at the Faculty of Pharmacy of Coimbra University. Due to the thematic
scope, the Meeting will be held in simultaneous with the 2nd International Congress of
Interdisciplinary History of Health.

The first National Meeting of the History of Science took place in 2009, at the Cultural
Centre of Macau in Lisbon. The following year the 27 Meeting dedicated to the theme
“Communication of Science and Technology in Portugal: Agents, Means and Audiences”, took
place at Lisbon University. Since then the National Meeting of the History of Science has been
held biennially. In 2012 it took place at Evora University under the theme “Science, Crisis and
Change” and in 2014 it was held at Aveiro University under the theme “Construct science,
construct the world”. In 2012 the 15t International Congress of Interdisciplinary History of Health
took place at the Faculty of Pharmacy of Coimbra University.

The thematic for 2016 is “History, science and health: between science, technology
and society”.

Por comunicagao do Vice-consul da Suécia em Lisboa, Carlos Lineu soube da existéncia de
exemplares desta arvore nos arredores de Lisboa. De imediato se pds em contacto com
Domingos Vandelli, com quem se vinha a corresponder havia ja anos sobre véarios assuntos de
histéria natural, e em carta de 12 de Fevereiro de 17695, lhe fez o seguinte pedido: “ndo
desejas, porventura, enviar-me por carta a flor do Dragoeiro? Cresce proximo a Lisboa, em um
certo Horto Régio, em Alcéntara”. Domingos Vandelli fez questdo em enviar a Lineu, em
meados de Agosto desse ano uma descrigdo pormenorizada da arvore em causa, com uma
gravura, referindo a cor, as duas espécies que dela se conheciam, a resina que segregava. Os
solicitados exemplares seguiriam pouco depois. Agradecendo este envio, Lineu passou a
designar a arvore em questdo como a planta de Vandell”, notando ser ela “a mais difusa
dentre todas que estdo nascendo, sem excepcao” e introduziu-a no seu Systema Naturae com
0 nome de Vandellia, pela primeira vez, na 122 edi¢do desta obra. Em carta de 15 de Julho de
1767, Lineu dizia a Domingos Vandelli: “no tomo primeiro do Systema reuni 6.500 animais. Ao
tomo segundo acrescentei cerca de 50 géneros de plantas que antes eu nao tinha, entre os
quais esta 0 memoravel DRACAENA VANDELLI” Nos duzentos anos da morte de Domingos

Classification of Diseases in 2010. Considered to be low prevalence, its recognition arouses
diverse reflections in the field of the history of health. For the people affected it has meant
confronting radical changes, not only in health, but in many areas. The principal means of
change are found as such: the step from having a collective identity as a numerous group
originating from an epidemic to being considered as sick/ having a rare disease; the step from
being the object of social attention and preoccupation to being forgotten and invisibilised; the
step from adopting the slogan of effort as a way of integration to discovering that that attitude
has originated from the syndrome itself; the step from the disability rights of the de-
medicalization of the disability to being patients once more; the step from constructing the
concept of Functional Diversity to having to rethink the concept of dependence.

Les passages dont nous allons discuter font partie du VII I. des Métamorphoses d’Ovide. Dans
le premier, on décrit la méthode scientifique a travers laquelle Médée rajeunit son beau-pére
Eson et puis les nourrices de Bacchus; ensuite, on narre une machination aux dommages de
Pélias: Médée, en faisant semblance de vouloir rajeunir le vieux tyran, 'assassine. La mise-en-
scéne se sert d'une simulation soignée de gestes et comportements professionnels de la
médecine, qui correspondent apparemment a ceux de l'autre épisode: réflexion, diagnostic,
pronostic, anesthésie du patient, somministration de médicaments, opération chirurgical, etc.

Abstract

The passages of this discussion are related to the VII b. of the Metamorphoses” in the first
extract Ovid illustrates the scientific method by which Medea rejuvenates Aeson, her father-in-
law; in the second one the protagonist applies the same “treatment” to Baccus’ Nurturers, with a
similar result. Then there’s a famous hoax against Pelias: Medea, pretending to rejuvenate the
old tyrant, kills him. The sham uses an accurate simulation of medicine’s professional gestures
and actions, that are similar to the ones of the previous episode to all the appearances:
reflection and diagnosis, prognosis, patient’s anaesthesia, administration of the medications,
surgery, etc. The restitutio ad integrum belong to the field of magic, but the described
therapeutic procedure belongs to the medicine, and it adheres to the rules of the theory of the
humors. The intentional reversal of the outcome in Pelias’ mockery leads to an ethical issue
about the mistrust against the doctors, a problem that was very rooted in roman culture.

Resumo

Apesar do recente incremento do interesse pela infancia nas sociedades antigas, os primeiros
dias de vida continuam a ser, por falta de evidéncias, uma das etapas mais dificeis de
reconstruir. Por esta razdo, os assuntos mais polémicos - o infanticidio, a exposi¢cdo ou o
tratamento funerario dos nados-mortos e dos mortos nas primeiras semanas de vida - estdo
precisamente relacionados com esta fase da existéncia humana. Procuramos nesta pesquisa
uma andlise das informacdes veiculadas nos textos medicos gregos e romanos (Hipdcrates,
Sorano, Galeno e outros) acerca da viabilidade do recém-nascido, dos cuidados de que
necessitaria e das crengas relacionadas com o nascimento e com os primeiros dias de vida.

In spite of the increasing interest in the studies about childhood in ancient societies, the first
days of life continue to be one of the most ellusive life stages. For this reason, the most
controversial issues - infanticide, exposure or the funerary treatment of stillbirths and babies
who die in the first weeks of life - are precisely related to this phase of human existence. We
pursue in this study an analysis of the information provided in the Greek and Roman medical
texts (Hippocrates, Soranus, Galen and others) about the newborn viability and the care they
need and about beliefs related to the birth and the first days of life. This information allows us to
draw two conclusions: that birth raised concerns and lead to a series of actions and cautions
that were intended to protect the child; second, that it was considered that this phase was
crucial for the healthy growth of the individual.

Resumo

Amato Lusitano e Diogo Pires tornaram-se célebres no século XVI pelo exercicio de
actividades diversas (medicina e poesia), apesar de ambos terem estudado medicina na
Universidade de Salamanca. Ligados por uma forte amizade, trilharam em conjunto o0s
caminhos do desterro de Portugal, estabelecendo-se em meados de Quinhentos nas cidades
italianas de Ferrara e de Ancona. Neste periodo, Amato redigiu os seus famosos comentarios
ao tratado De materia medica de Dioscorides (Veneza, 1553), enquanto Diogo Pires se
dedicava ao culto da poesia novilatina.

Procurar-se-a rastrear as relagdes entre a obra de Amato e de Diogo Pires, que comprovam,
como se pretende demonstrar, a colaboragdo proficua havida entre os dois humanistas
portugueses. No fundo, Amato e Diogo Pires manejam a matéria médica, ainda que de modo
diverso, enquanto tema privilegiado das suas obras, seja no estudo eminentemente cientifico
da propria matéria, seja na recriaga@o poética inspirada por esse mesmo estudo.

Abstract

Amato Lusitano and Diogo Pires have become renowned in the sixteenth century due to the
exercise of diverse activities (medicine and poetry), even though they have both studied
medicine at the University of Salamanca. Attached by strong friendship ties, they pursued
together the routes of exile from Portugal, having settled in the Italian cities of Ferrara and
Ancona in the mid-sixteenth century. During this period, Amato wrote his famous comments on
the treatise De materia medica by Dioscorides (Venice, 1553), while Diogo Pires devoted
himself to the writing of Neo-Latin poetry.

We intend to trace down the relationship between Amato’s and Pires’s works which, as we will
seek to demonstrate, accounts for the fruitful collaboration between these two Portuguese
humanists. Both authors handle the materia medica as a major theme of their works, albeit
differently, whether through the eminently scientific study of the matter itself or by means of
poetic recreation inspired by such study.

Nos tratados de Dioscérides e de outros autores sobre medicina da Antiguidade seguidos
durante o Renascimento, como Plinio e Galeno, o tratamento para a mordedura de vibora era
muito variado, usando-se uma grande quantidade de diversos medicamentos simples e
compostos. O suco de folhas de freixo ndo passava de um remédio mencionado de forma
lateral, ndo estando incluido naqueles mais comuns. No entanto, parece ter um lugar de relevo
em tratados sobre as serpentes de autores do séc. XVI, como nas Historiae animalium de
Conrad Gessner, cujo livro V, De serpentium natura, saiu a lume postumamente em 1587, ou
nas Serpentum et draconum historiae libri duo, de Ulisse Aldrovandi, publicado também
postumamente em 1640. Nesta comunicacdo tencionamos desvendar o papel que terdo
desempenhado os Comentarios a Dioscorides e as Centurias do médico albicastrense Amato
Lusitano nesta divulgacéo das propriedades do freixo como antidoto para o veneno da vibora.

Abstract

In the treaties of Dioscorides and other authors on medicine from Antiquity followed during the
Renaissance, as Pliny and Galen, treatment for viper bite was very varied, using a lot of
different medicines, simples and compounds. The juice of ash leaves was nothing but a laterally
mentioned remedy and it was not included in those more common. However, it seems to have
an important place in treatises on the snake from authors of the 16t century, as in the Conrad
Gessner’s Historiae animalium, whose book V, De natura serpentium, was published
posthumously in 1587, or in the Ulisse Aldrovandi's Serpentum Draconum et historiae libri duo,
also published posthumously in 1640. In this paper we intend to unravel the role that the
Enarrationes Dioscoridis and the Centuriae of Amatus Lusitanus, physician from Castelo
Branco, played in this release of ash properties as an antidote to the poison of the viper.

Entre os comentadores quinhentistas do De Materia Medica de Dioscorides merecem
referéncia especial, no caso da Peninsula Ibérica, Amato Lusitano (1511-1568) e Andrés de
Laguna (1511-1559). Ao primeiro deve-se um comentério a obra de Dioscorides, publicado em

Among the sixteenth century commentators of De Materia Medica of Dioscorides, in the case of
the lberian Peninsula, Amato Lusitano (1511-1568) and Andrés de Laguna (1511-1559)
deserve a special reference. Amato Lusitano wrote a full comment to the work of Dioscorides,
published in 1553 under the title In Dioscoridis Anazarbei De Materia Medica Libros Quinque
Enarrationes Eruditissimae. Andrés de Laguna produced a full version of the mentioned book to
the Spanish language, enriched by personal comments by the author. They were published in
1555, under the title Pedacio Dioscorides Anazarbeo, Acerca de la Materia Medicinal, y de los
Venenos Mortiferos.

Taking as a sample the chapter dedicated to wine (Lib. V, Cap. VII), the present essay aims to
compare the approaches of the two Iberian authors, distinguishing between what they owe to
the medical doctor of Anazarbus, aspects common to both

Abstract

This paper considers the large international correspondence network maintained by José
Vicente Barbosa du Bocage (1823-1907), zoologist and director of the Zoological Section of the
National Museum of Lisbon, with naturalists and curators in European museums during the
second half of the nineteenth-century. | will present a preliminary assessment of his
correspondents, institutional backgrounds, areas of expertise, and topics of discussion -
specifically focussing on African fauna. This paper draws on examples from this epistolary
exchange in order to identify and take into consideration the different processes of negotiation
of taxonomic data; diatribes and the construction of consensus; and, as a final point, it
discusses the structure of acknowledgement of scientific expertise, and the consequent
establishment of authority in the scientific community.

Egas Moniz, o mais famoso biografo de Julio Dinis, pseudénimo de Joaquim Guilherme Gomes
Coelho (1839 - 1871), lamentou que a dissertagé@o inaugural do médico e escritor portuense
fosse “trabalho esquecido” que bem mereceria “ser exumado dos arquivos”. Pretende-se com
esta comunicagao fazer uma abordagem ao texto Da Importancia dos Estudos Meteoroldgicos
para a Medicina e especialmente de suas aplicagbes ao ramo operatorio (1861) com o
objectivo de tracar as influéncias intelectuais que se cruzavam na medicina de entdo: a
meteorologia, a fisiologia, a higiene, a geografia e topografia médicas.

Julio Dinis was a pseudonym of Joaquim Guilherme Gomes Coelho (1839 - 1871), an unchancy
physician and writer from Oporto city who had a premature death by phthisic consumption.
Egas Moniz, Gomes Coelho’s most famous biographer, lamented that his dissertagéo inaugural
(equivalent of an undergraduate thesis) presented at Escola Médico-Cirurgica do Porto was a
“forgotten work” that deserves to be “exhumed from the archives”. This communication intends
to be an approach of the text Da Importdncia dos Estudos Meteorologicos para a Medicina e
especialmente de suas aplicagbes ao ramo operatorio (1861) in order to map some intellectual
influences within medical discourse: meteorology, physiology, hygiene, medical geography and
medical topography. The most interesting aspect of this young physician’s text is that it is one of
the few Portuguese historical sources from the pre-pasteurian period and stresses significant
epistemological implications between epidemiology

Abstract

The trip of Camara Pestana to Paris in 1891, to bring to Portugal the rabies vaccination, should
not have happened. In 1886 another doctor, Eduardo de Abreu, had done the same trip with the
same mission. But Abreu returned not believing the usefulness of the technique and accusing
Pasteur of fraud. Pasteur, who learned of the controversy, refuses to receive another
portuguese in his laboratory. Pestana is therefore forced to look for alternatives. He is accepted
in the laboratory of Isidore Straus, a professor at the Faculty of Medicine of Paris. He then starts
working on development of an anti-toxin against tetanus. He continues research in Lisbon in
1892 and communicates his success to the Medical Sciences Society of Lisbon in July, at the
same time as Emil von Behring in Berlin.

What could have been an insurmountable disadvantage (the animosity of Pasteur) turned out to
be an opportunity.

In the 20t century Mario Gliozzi, Giovanni
Costanzo and Mario Silva claimed Dalla Bella’s anticipated Coulomb’s 1785 magnetic attraction
law and consequently that he should be credited as its discoverer. On the other hand Rémulo
de Carvalho concluded that Dalla Bella manipulated his experimental results in order to confirm
a relation already described in the literature.

In this paper we evaluate Dalla Bella’s results and conclude that previous historical
understanding diminished his results and their international impact.

The Traité Elémentaire de Chimie of Lavoisier (1789) is assumed as the way of spreading the
"New Theory of Chemistry" in the world of science, which intensifies the reform undertaken
mainly in the methodology and nomenclature of chemistry.

We analyze the Chapter XIlI of the Traité which is perhaps the one that best synthetizes the
thinking and action of Lavoisier and helps to understand the radical transformation of chemistry.
Dealing "The decomposition of plant oxides by vinous fermentation" it sets the famous Law of
Conservation of Matter, clarifies "the art of making experiments in chemistry", discusses and
exemplifies the notion of "equality or equation between principles”, shows the precision of
calculations that allow "determine what is the nature and quality of the principles that constitute
the fermenting materials and products" and justify the change of designation “spirit-of-wine” for
alcohol (from the Arabic alchemy).

Desde a década de 60, que as espectroscopias de ressonancia electronica, nuclear e Raman,
despertaram grande interesse nas areas académicas puras e aplicadas. O Laboratorio Chimico
vai dispor, em 1965, de um EPR, Varian V-4502; em 1968, de um RMN Varian HA-100; em
1973, de aparelhagem Raman por aquisigdo dum espectrometro Cary-82 com Laser de ido
Argon. No mesmo ano, iniciam-se estudos de reacgdes rapidas por fotolise por relampago de
resolucéo temporal 20 us, e em 1974 nos nanosegundos.

The Laboratorio Chimico will have, in 1965, a
EPR, Varian V-4502; in 1968, a NMR Varian HA-100; in 1973, Raman apparatus for acquisition
of a Cary-82 spectrophotometer with Argon ion laser. In the same year, start-up studies of fast
reactions by photolysis for temporal resolution of 20 us lightning, and in 1974, in the
nanosecond range. The genesis of these new roads for the development of Physical Chemistry
in Coimbra, is the Centro de Estudos de Quimica Nuclear e Radioquimica, designed by the
director Ruy Gustavo Couceiro da Costa (1801-1955) for nuclear studies, built in landscaped
space between the old hospital of the University of Coimbra and the side entrance of the
Laboratorio Chimico. Building with no architectural value, but with more than a quarter of
century of history.

Produto do labor humanista portugués e da privilegiada relagéo Ocidente-Oriente que o luso
pioneirismo maritimo abonou, a Flora Cochinchinensis materializou, na descri¢do de 185 novos
géneros e de quase 1300 espécies e das respetivas aplicaces terapéuticas, as quatro
décadas que Jodo de Loureiro dedicou ao estudo das plantas levantinas. A pertinéncia da
investigagdo do jesuita previu-a a sociedade concedida pela Royal Society e confirma-la-iam a
publicacdo da obra, em 1790, pela Academia de Ciéncias de Lisboa, da qual se havia
igualmente tornado membro, e a sua imediata republica¢do, em 1793, em Berlim, ao cuidado
de Willdenow.

Product of the Portuguese humanistic work and of the privileged East-West relationship that the
maritime pioneering of the Portuguese facilitated, the Flora Cochinchinensis materialized, in
describing 185 new genera and nearly 1300 species and the respective therapeutic
applications, the four decades that Jodo de Loureiro dedicated to the study of the Levantine
plants. The relevance of the Jesuit's research was predicted by the participation awarded to him
by the Royal Society and was confirmed by the publication of the work, in 1790, under the
Lisbon Academy of Sciences, of which he also had become a member, and its immediate
republication, in 1793, in Berlin, under Willdenow’s will. Moreover, this opus would be cited in
important botany studies and the name of its author immortalized by the plant taxonomy.
Considering the scientific evaluation of contemporaries and epigones, but also based on the
reading of Loureiro’s testimony in the preface of the work, we intend to validate the relevance of
the Flora Cochinchinensis, especially in the field of pharmacognosy.

By an analysis of the narratives
written about some Brazilian medicinal herbs, this text aims to show that the construction of
knowledge about them, and not a supposed higher or lower medicinal powers, was directly
linked to its higher or lower popularization around later 17t and early 19t century.

A Brazilian physician dedicated to the "art of preserving the health of princes and prime
quality people”: Francisco Joaquim de Azeredo
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Abstract

Francisco Joaquim de Azeredo, 1768-1855, was a Brazilian physician who studied in Edinburgh
and graduated from Leyden (like his brother, the prominent Enlightenment medicine doctor José
Pinto de Azeredo, 1764-1810, unjustly forgotten and only recently revalorised). In Rio de
Janeiro, Francisco Azeredo practiced his clinic in high social circles and was a physician of the
royal and imperial chambers (United Kingdom of Portugal, Brazil and Algarves, latter Empire of
Brazil). He joined the 'Carioca’ elite and, despite some vexations directly experienced in the
Regency Period (1831-1840), achieved high professional prestige and social status being
bestowed with honors by the Brazilian emperors (Peter | and II).

Anchored in still hardly known or unpublished documentation, we present a short biographical
itinerary of a personality virtually unknown in the Brazilian-Portuguese medical historiography.

The Faculty of Pharmacy, University of Coimbra possesses a remarkable museologic collection
with significant interest to the history of science, pharmacy and pharmaceutical education: the
Historico-Pharmaceutical Heritage of the Faculty of Pharmacy of the University of Coimbra.

This collection precisely translates the interest given to the teaching and research in this
Faculty. It comprises a wide variety of objects, such as: pharmaceutical apparatus, laboratory
instruments and utensils, instruments and apparatus for measuring, assorted flasks with natural
drugs and chemicals, packaging containers, and also more than 200 herbarium specimens; a
collection of 250 reference drugs from E. Merck entitled Drogen-Lehrsammlung; 25 botanical
models from the manufacturer R. Brendel (late 19% century); 264 different drugs in glass
containers of various sizes and formats with plant parts and products extracted from plants.

This historico-pharmaceutical heritage has therefore significant interest to the history of science
and pharmacy and also has educational importance.

In the next year, the IGC created the Centre of Biology, centred in Modern Experimental
Biology. In 1969, the IGC created a graduate program, the Oeiras Advanced Studies, under the
direction of the Dutch Nicolau van Uden (1921-1991). The program included intensive courses
in Modern Experimental Biology and related areas.

Many teaching assistants and young professors of the University of Coimbra (UC) attended
these courses. In fact, the first course was organized by Arsélio Pato Carvalho, who was a
Professor at the UC. It was through them that new techniques and scientific concepts in Modern
Experimental Biology were brought to this institution. The Coimbra Advanced Studies were
created in the 1970s, and the Center of Cell Biology was founded in 1977, giving rise to the
Center for Neurosciences and Cell Biology, in 1990.

A toponimia e a arte publica reflectem informalmente as atitudes sociais dominantes. Embora
ndo documentem de forma rigorosa estas atitudes, proporcionam uma oportunidade de
reflexdo sobre a forma com a sociedade vé a ciéncia e a sua historia. Em geral, verifica-se que
as pessoas de ciéncia sdo mais recordadas pelas suas actividades politicas que pelo seu
trabalho cientifico, mesmo quando este tem relevancia para além do seu tempo. Coimbra ndo é
diferente.

Tendo como fio condutor nomes de ruas de Coimbra que evocam quimicos ilustres ou
personalidades que em algum momento cultivaram esta ciéncia, de Garcia da Orta (1500-1568)
a Andrade de Gouveia (1905-2002), neste trabalho é feita uma breve excursdo pelo papel
histérico e humano da quimica no passado, presente e futuro.

With the guiding thread of those streets of Coimbra dubbed with names of honorable chemists
or persons that cultivated some aspects of this science, from Garcia da Orta (1500-1568) to
Andrade de Gouveia (1905-2002), in this work a small excursion will be done on the historical
and human role of chemistry in the past, present and future. In parallel, some public art pieces
related with chemistry will also be evocated.

In this communication | will address a 19th century African map, produced by Friedrich
Welwitsch (1806-1872), an Austrian botanist at the service of the Portuguese government, and
held by MUHNAC (Museus da Universidade de Lisboa). This detailed map gives an insight on
Welwitsch’s network of knowledge through his meticulous notes. The map contains names of
several explorers, located in different places of the African continent, picturing the relationships
in both a visual and geographical way with notes and relevant historical observations.
Welwitsch, as so many contemporary fellow botanists, was in contact with many scientists,
exchanging not only correspondence, but knowledge and collections. This map is a key
document, a true hub of Welwitsch’s network of knowledge, and the starting point of my post-
doc investigation in which the scientific networks, the type of actors, interactions, methodologies
and practices of botany during the lter Angolense are revealed providing insights into the
botanical exchanges occurred during this period.

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Resumo

A National Geographic Society fundada em 27 de janeiro de 1888 procurava o desenvolvimento
e a divulgagéo de conhecimento geografico. A revista, um dos meios definidos para atingir esse
objetivo, teve a sua primeira edigdo em outubro desse ano. Seguiram-se décadas de
refinamento e progresso tecnoldgico. Os conteudos, inicialmente relacionados com a area que
esteve na origem do seu nome, foram-se alargando gradualmente a outros dominios, como as
ciéncias naturais, a aviagao e 0 espago, a época a ultima fronteira da exploragdo humana. A
publicagdo destacou-se pelos artigos sobre os primeiros voos estratosféricos e, sobretudo, pelo
acompanhamento privilegiado do programa espacial americano desde a sua génese. Relatos
pormenorizados das missdes realizadas, a participagdo dos intervenientes e 0s registos
fotograficos exclusivos tornaram-se auténticos icones levando a revista a uma circulagéo de
milhdes de exemplares. Nesta comunicacdo, apresentaremos uma avaliagdo critica destas
alteragoes.

The National Geographic Society created in 27 January, 1888, aimed to develop and popularize
geographic knowledge. The society magazine, first published in October of the same year, was
one of the means to attain that goal. Decades of technological progress followed. The magazine
content initially restricted to geographic matters was widened to include other domains as
natural sciences, aviation and space exploration, at the time man’s last frontier. The publication
stood out due to its articles concerning the first stratospheric flights and a privileged access to
the American spatial program from its beginnings. Detailed reports of missions, participants,
cooperation and exclusive photographic images became true icons taking the magazine
circulation to millions of copies per month. In this communication we will present a critical
evaluation of these changes.

The History of Science has an important role in education, in order to explain to the students
that the scientific knowledge is not immutable, but it rather evolves over the time influenced by
socio-cultural and political context.

However, studies show that in the classroom the History of Science is rarely used in science
education.

Desde a construcdo do convento dos Capuchos na serra de Sintra, em 1570, o cendbio
franciscano afirmou-se como uma casa de investigagdo na area das Ciéncias da Saude.

Os religiosos dedicavam grande parte da sua atividade ao cultivo de ervas medicinais e
aromaticas, que analisavam e estudavam, numa ldgica terapéutica, comercializando-as as
populagdes vizinhas, permitindo a sustentabilidade e apoio assistencial preconizado pelos
normativos de Curar em Nome de Deus.

Diversos Ordens e ramos os franciscanos dedicaram-se a assisténcia, destacando-se a
Congregacao de S. Francisco de Paulo que fundou diversas Casas na Peninsula e que era de
grande devogao real.

No estudo de caso vamos desenvolver uma visdo organica do espago conventual, desde a
localizagdo da botica, do ervanario e das zonas de experimentagdo, assim como da area
curativa e higienizacao, pois a sua autenticidade permite-nos recuar no tempo e no espago e
desenvolver formas vivenciais de uma comunidade dedicada a contemplagéo e a ciéncia.

One of the aims of the Sociedade, published in the Statutes of 1835, was to provide support to
its members, their widows and orphans. This was achieved in September 1838, with the
creation of Montepio Farmacéutico (1838-1862), under the chairmanship of Gregério de Sousa
Pereira, whose activity we can follow in the Minutes of the General Assembly and the Board
and other Montepio sources.

In conclusion, the aim of this communication is to understand what Montepio Farmacéutico was,
what its aims were, how it worked, who its members were, and to get to know the Sociedade
Farmacéutica Lusitana a little better contextualized in the Portuguese association movement in
the nineteenth century.

Abstract

The authors examine current methodological issues, concerning the historical and
contemporary significance of the history of medicine in the system of higher medical education
in Russia. The fact that courses on the history of medicine traditionally have had a dual nature
in the framework of the educational process is demonstrated. At present, methodically it is part
of a general theoretical block of fundamental disciplines, methodologically continuing to solve
issues as a kind of introduction into profession, ensuring continuity not only between curriculum
subjects in one specialization but also between different levels of medical higher education. As
an educational course, the history of medicine aims to provide future specialists with an
integrated understanding of the complex structure of medicine as a science and the theoretical
and methodological foundations of its research activities, forming an understanding of the
importance of logic and ontology in the professional thinking of the future doctor.

Abstract

Despite the quasi-centennial time gap between the expulsion (1759) and the restoration of the
Society of Jesus in Portugal (1858), nineteenth- and early twentieth-century historiography was
still deeply influenced by the Pombaline accusations. In this period, the Jesuit were portrayed as
sinful, ambitious, deceitful and reactionary. To modern anti-clerical authors, they were the main
culprits in the propagation of “non-thought”. The necessity to counter these works shaped in
quite visible ways their new apostolates and initiatives. Besides putting scientific activities at the
front of their educational priorities, the Jesuits reinstated the practice of writing monumental
apologetic works. From the early decades of the twentieth century, emerged a new generation
of scholars committed to van Ranke’s methods of scientific history. Since the last few decades,
historians have been focusing their attention on Jesuit science and education and these works
are gradually counterbalancing the apologetic and anti-Jesuit modern historiographical
traditions.

Abstract

Among a limited number of Ottoman archival documents dealing with the Ottoman—Portuguese
scientific relations in the late 19th century, 14 correspondences concern the Ottoman delegates’
scientific visit to Lisbon in autumn 1892. We learn from these documents that, acting as the
Organizing Committee of the International Congress of Orientalists, the Geographical Society of
Lisbon sent a letter to the Ottoman Sultan Abdulhamid I, inviting him to send his delegates to
the Congress where a system for the transliteration of Arabic alphabets used by the Muslim
countries, including the Ottoman Empire, would be discussed. The Sultan appointed two
delegates, Kamil Efendi and Abdurrahman Sureyya Efendi, both of whom were chief scribes of
the imperial office. However, shortly after the delegates arrived in Lisbon, the Congress was
cancelled at the last minute as a consequence of a cholera outbreak in the city and was never
re-scheduled.

Abstract

The 16th-century Portuguese surgeon Mestre Afonso served as a physician in India under the
governorships of Francisco Coutinho and Jodo de Mendonga. Before his return to Lisbon in
August 1566, Afonso traveled through Persia, Anatolia, and Syria to gather information and
wrote a travel account in Portuguese in which he recorded his personal observations. On
January 5, 1566, he arrived in Urfa (former Edessa), a city in south-eastern Anatolia. In his
account, Afonso described a water source which was believed to cure leprosy as a result of a
miracle performed by Jesus. He further wrote that a great number of lepers who had been
expelled from society and dwelt in seclusion visited this holy water source. In this study,
Afonso’s account will be discussed from a medico-historical perspective in connection with the
legend of King Abgar V of Edessa.

Abstract

This communication aims to make known data on the inhabitants of Romania in the eighteenth
century. It contains information about the aspect of cities and degree of urbanization, manner of
delivery of medical services in the first Romanian hospitals, data about epidemics, demographic
data, agricultural profile and nutrition of citizens. In the Age of Enlightenment, present Romania
was divided into two Principalities controlled by the Ottoman Empire and other areas under the
domination the Habsburg Empire. Urban measures have been taken in the capitals of the
principalities regarding road condition, water supply, maintenance of hygiene. The first hospitals
at the time in the capitals, and medical services were delivered free of charge. Numerous
military conflicts between the political powers disputing these territories influenced the state of
population health and led to the outbreak of epidemics, the most feared of which was the
plague. Meanwhile, population growth was negatively influenced. Agriculture has diversified yet.
Despite all these impediments, progress has been registered on the Romanian territory in the
Enlightenment.

Resumo

As evidéncias de procedimentos cirurgicos podem ser analisadas na atualidade quando os
0ssos dos individuos falecidos se preservam. Este trabalho pretende interpretar sinais
existentes em dois cranios pertencentes a Colegao Trocas Internacionais da Universidade de
Coimbra, recorrendo ao fundo bibliografico antigo. O crénio 878 pertenceu a um homem de 24
anos, falecido em 1933 no Hospital Militar por meningite/sinusite frontal e que tera sido tratado
cirurgicamente através dum orificio (ca.8mm) visivel na arcada supraciliar. O cranio 85, de uma
mulher de 42 anos, falecida em 1927 e inumada 6 dias ap6s a morte por sarcoma abdominal
inoperavel, apresenta quatro orificios quadrangulares (ca.5mm/lado) no seio frontal direito,
maxilares e apofise mastoide esquerda, realizados no @mbito do ensino cirurgico nos Hospitais
da Universidade de Coimbra. Este trabalho demonstra a importéncia da preservagao de
documentos e utensilios antigos para a historia da ciéncia e, em particular, para a
paleopatologia e histdria da medicina.

Abstract

Evidence of surgical techniques can be currently analyzed when bones of the deceased are
preserved. This work aims to interpret medical procedures in two skulls belonging to the
International Exchanges Collection of the University of Coimbra with the help of
contemporaneous medical literature. Skull 878 belonged to a 24-year-old man who died in 1933
at the Military Hospital from meningitis/frontal sinusitis, and probably undergone surgical
treatment through a hole (ca.8 mm) in the supraorbital ridge. Skull 85, from a 42-year-old
woman who died in 1927, which was buried six days after she died from an inoperable
sarcoma, has four square holes (ca.5mm/side) in the right frontal sinus, both maxillae and left
mastoid process, which were probably performed under the surgical teaching at the Coimbra
University Hospitals.This study demonstrates the importance of preserving old documents and
utensils for the history of science and, particularly, for paleopathology and history of medicine.

Resumo

O Hospital da Veneravel Ordem Terceira de S. Francisco de Coimbra, fundado em 1851, e
destinado ao curativo dos irmaos enfermos pobres, foi prova maior da assisténcia material
prestada aos irmaos seculares. As “papeletas” de 417 irmaos permitem identificar as causas e
consequéncias das patologias dos doentes hospitalizados entre 1857 e 1926. As doencgas
respiratorias, gastrointestinais, traumaticas, dermatolégicas e do sistema nervoso aparecem
em grande numero, em doentes de ambos os sexos. Como era pratica transversal a toda a
rede hospitalar, excluia-se a admissdo dos doentes “incuraveis” e dos “cronicos”. No entanto, é
curioso verificar que as doengas incuraveis e contagiosas representam 10,05% nas mulheres e
7,14% nos homens. Os tempos de permanéncia no hospital (em media 41,94 dias) séo
indicadores da necessidade de efetivos cuidados médicos para obter a cura, ja ndo conseguida
somente com alimentagao e repouso. Procura-se caracterizar o universo dos hospitalizados em
periodos monarquico e republicano.

Abstract

The Venerable Third Order of St. Francis of Coimbra, founded in 1851, dedicated to the healing
of the sick poor brothers, was greater proof of material assistance provided to its members. The
"papeletas” of 417 brothers allows the identification of the causes and consequences of
diseases of the patients hospitalized between 1857 and 1926. Respiratory, gastrointestinal,
traumatic, skin and nervous system diseases appear in large numbers, in patients of both
sexes. As practice cross the entire hospital network, were excluded "incurable” and "chronic"
patients. However, it is curious that the incurable and contagious diseases represent 10.05% in
women and 7.14% in men. The permanence in the hospital (around 41.94 days) are indicators
for the need of effective medical treatment for curing, no longer achieved only with food and
rest. The aim is to characterize the hospitalized universe in monarch and republican periods.

Resumo

No dealbar do século XX, a estratificacdo da sociedade portuguesa introduziu desigualdades
profundas no acesso aos recursos essenciais. Relatos historicos sugerem diferencas entre
ricos e pobres no consumo de proteinas, calorias e na qualidade das habitagdes,
determinantes do estado de saude da populagéo. Este estudo pretende avaliar o estado de
saude da populagao através do padrdo de mortalidade observado no cemitério da Conchada,
entre 1884 e 1910.

Analisaram-se 10 391 Obitos agrupados em trés categorias socioprofissionais: ricos,
funcionarios publicos e pobres.

A idade média a morte e as causas apresentam variagao significativa ao longo da hierarquia
social: os funcionarios publicos viveram mais 21 anos do que os pobres e mais 14 anos do que
os ricos. O status nutricional e a insalubridade das habitagdes, inferidos a partir da literatura,
poderdo explicar a mortalidade prematura observada nos pobres; instrucdo e condigbes de
trabalho poderéo justificar a maior longevidade dos funcionarios publicos.

Abstract

At the dawn of the 20th century, the Portuguese society was formed by various social groups
that were sharply differentiated by the level of well-being as a consequence of their access to
food and shelter. Such differences may have influenced the aging and health status of the
population throughout the social hierarchy.

This study aims to evaluate the health status of the population through the mortality pattern
observed in the cemetery of Conchada, between 1884 and 1910.

A total of 10 391 deaths grouped into three social categories - rich, poor and civil servants -
were analysed.

The average age at death and the causes show significant variation throughout the social
hierarchy: the civil servants lived 21 more years than the poor, and 14 more years than the rich.
The nutritional status and unhealthiest households may explain the premature mortality of the
poor’s; education and working conditions can justify the longevity of public servants.

A special attention is granted to the foundation of the Portuguese Society of Eugenic
Studies in 1937, a process that was spearheaded by Eusébio Tamagnini himself. We also strive
to show how the traditional strength of Catholicism within the Portuguese society of the time
concurred to moderate the nature of the eugenic measures that were proposed, especially after
the establishment of the Estado Novo regime, in 1933, a regime towards which Eusébio
Tamagini was very closely affiliated.

Resumen

A partir del analisis de la produccion médica sobre la "homosexualidad" de mayor relevancia
en los autoritarismos ibéricos del siglo XX, se analizan dichos discursos de forma
contextualizada con las normativas juridicas de ambos paises (en particular las leyes de
vadiagem o "peligrosidad social"). La teoria médica muestra cierto eclecticismo y borrosidad
que permite una amplia versatilidad en el ejercicio del poder sobre la "disidencia sexual". Por
otra parte la scientia sexualis no dibuja "desde arriba" las subjetividades homoeréticas, sino
que se establecen interacciones entre las préacticas clasificatorias y los propios sujetos
clasificados, en la linea apuntada por el fildsofo canadiense lan Hacking.

Abstract

From analysis of literature concerning “homosexuality” under the Iberian authoritarian regimes
of the twentieth century, legal norms and contextualised discourses from Spain and Portugal
are analysed with respect to the laws of vadiagem or "peligrosidad social'. Medical theory of
the day showed a certain vagueness and eclecticism which permitted a wide range of
repression of “sexual dissidence” by power bases. The scientia sexualis do not outline
homerotic subjectivities “from above”, rather the interaction between classification and
classified subjects occurs in the manner described by the Canadian philosopher lan Hacking.
This “theoretical haziness” permits classified subjects to adopt adaptative, distancing
strategies. This is analysed empirically in concrete cases and testimonies from the affected
subjects. An attempt is made to form comparative conclusions from each country and regime.

Resumen

Los establecimientos militares y educativos suponian una aglomeracion de personas jovenes
del mismo sexo, con ausencia del sexo contrario, que preocupaba especialmente a las
autoridades del salazarismo y del franquismo.

Resumo

As patologias relacionadas com a guerra tornaram-se mais conhecidos durante a Guerra de
1914-1918, referidas com diferentes designagbes diagndsticas: Shell-shock, neurose
traumatica, histeria masculina. Soldados vindos das trincheiras e que nao apresentavam
ferimentos, tinham perturbagdes visuais ou auditivas, tremores, ansiedade aguda, paralisias
parciais, amnésias e confusdo mental. Discutia-se muito na altura se a causa era devida a
alguma leséo estrutural do sistema nervoso ou ao choque emocional. O Shell-shock acabou
por ser colocado na proximidade de doenca nervosa, desencadeada pelas circunstancias
emocionalmente carregadas da frente de batalha, associado a neurastenia, a neurose
traumatica e até a histeria. Em Portugal, destaca-se na divulgagédo médica destes quadros
clinicos Egas Moniz, ao publicar “A Neurologia na Guerra” em 1917. A obra, saida no auge do
conflito, ndo se afasta muito das descri¢des feitas noutros paises. Mas é notavel a divulgacao
que faz entre nds, com a descrigdo de quadros clinicos pouco referidos nas publicagdes
nacionais, caracterizando com pormenor as “psicoses de batalha”, agrupando-as em distintos
sindromes clinicos. Nos capitulos finais discute o tema da histeria, trazida de novo a
actualidade pela guerra, o tema dos simuladores, e a questé@o dos tratamentos violentos, alvo
de polémicas em Franga, pais a quem devia o principal da sua formagéo e com importante
influéncia nas suas concepgdes neuropsiquiatricas. A importancia desta obra de Moniz, uma
das mais originais na sua bibliografia, pioneira entre nds no capitulo da neuropsiquiatria, é
mostrada nesta apresentag&o.

Abstract

Pathologies related to the war became more popular during the War of 1914-1918, with
different diagnostic headings: Shell-Shock, traumatic neurosis, male hysteria. Soldiers coming
from the trenches with no injuries had visual or auditory disturbances, tremors, acute anxiety,
partial paralysis, amnesia and confusion. In those days was discussed if the cause was due to
some structural damage to the nervous system or an emotional shock. The shell-shock turned
out to be placed in close proximity to nervous disease, triggered by emotionally charged
circumstances from the front, associated with neurasthenia, traumatic neurosis and even
hysteria.In Portugal, in 1917, these new entities were divulgated by Egas Moniz, through the
publication of "The Neurology at War". The work that appeared at the height of the conflict,
does not stay far from the other published works elsewhere. But it is remarkable the important
divulgation of this work between us, with the description of clinical cases rarely reported in our
national publications, featuring in detail the “war psychoses", grouping them in different clinical
syndromes. In the final chapters, he discuss the subject of hysteria, brought back to the present
war, the theme of the simulators, and the issue of violent treatments, already polemic in
France, the main country of his medical training and the major influence in his neuropsychiatric
concepts. The importance of this work, one of the most original in his bibliography, as a pioneer
among us in the chapter of neuropsychiatry, is shown in this presentation.

Abstract

Dutch Doctor JFS Esser was one of the pioneers of plastic and reconstructive surgery during
and after World War |. He contributed important advances in the surgical technique such as
arterial grafts, rotation flaps and digital transplantation.

Esser's dream was to create a “Surgery Free-State”, an international centre where people who
had suffered injuries or mutilation during the war could be treated, regardless of their nationality
or financial circumstances.

Esser considered locating the centre in Spain, but the start of the Spanish Civil War made him
change his mind. In 1937 he chosed instead the Greek island Kira Panagia, a small island of
approx.8.5 km in length belonging to the Sporades archipielago in the Aegean Sea. The
newspapers of the time said that Esser's project was the most important milestone in
healthcare since the creation of the Red Cross.

The beginning of World War Il thwarted Esser’s plans.

Historical interpretations of the Ancient Greek initial and simultaneous emergence of three
founding areas of Western civilization — philosophy, medicine and semiotics — opens up a
dilemma which is still active today, that of the tension between a problem-solving approach and
one of opening up developmental dynamisms, which continuously search for the best possible
outcomes. Semiotic Learning is a truism, as all learning in necessarily semiotic in nature, that
is, it intrinsically conveys meaning-making processes. The central idea is that societies
organize themselves according to deep ingrained shared beliefs. Health promotion and policy-
making represent a powerful indicator of the degree of cultural maturity of a certain community,
contextualized in a specific chronologic age. The argument is that the hypermodernity and the
late capitalist context of post-industrial societies faces paramount challenges which call for a
rethinking of the grassroots assumptions and values that have marked the identity of the
Western world. This challenge is both scientific and technological in nature as it is the sphere of
action of techno-science itself which is at stake. That is, human’s action may be potentiated in
order to enable the manifestation of its highest potential, and that is both an individual and a
collective task, one which needs groundbreaking reframing of the bases of our civilization.

This time we are incorporating a newly discovery: the work on
Ballistics by an important German scientist —C. G. Kratzenstein (1723-1795)— who won one of
the 1782 Academia’s prizes but that was, surprisingly, never published.

In our present research we emphasize the relevant association between military subjects and
mathematics within the illustrated Europe of Da Cunha’s time; we compare this relationship
with the problems written by Da Cunha and we approach some parts of Kratzenstein’s Memoire
incorporating Da Cunha’s written criticisms.

Abstract

The aim of this talk is to analyze the conversion of scientific and informative publications from
their initial format to a modern format, in the 19t century. This is done by means of a
paradigmatic case study: the Jornal de Sciencias Mathematicas e Astronomicas, created by
Francisco Gomes Teixeira in 1877 and published until 1905. With the academic and financial
support of the government, the first Portuguese mathematical journal emerged, and was later
known on international level as Teixeira’s Journal. It was the only mathematical journal on the
Iberian Peninsula named after his founder. The innumerable contacts of Gomes Teixeira, his
intensive correspondence with worldwide famous mathematicians, and his own contributions
allowed Portuguese mathematicians to become familiar with modern tendencies in the
mathematical world. The analysis of the journal allows, in our opinion, to comsider it a success
story in the internationalization of the Portuguese mathematics in the 19t century.

O presente trabalho analisa como a prevengdo ao cancer de mama foi comunicada a
populagéo brasileira pela midia impressa ao longo do século XX. Discute-se como os meios de
comunicacdo podem influenciar na decisdo das mulheres a se submeterem a exames de
rastreio e buscar mecanismos de prevencao e tratamento dessa condi¢ao de saude.

Abstract

Dutch Doctor JFS Esser was one of the pioneers of plastic and reconstructive surgery during
and after World War |. He contributed important advances in the surgical technique such as
arterial grafts, rotation flaps and digital transplantation.

Esser's dream was to create a “Surgery Free-State”, an international centre where people who
had suffered injuries or mutilation during the war could be treated, regardless of their nationality
or financial circumstances.

Esser considered locating the centre in Spain, but the start of the Spanish Civil War made him
change his mind. In 1937 he chosed instead the Greek island Kira Panagia, a small island of
approx.8.5 km in length belonging to the Sporades archipielago in the Aegean Sea. The
newspapers of the time said that Esser's project was the most important milestone in
healthcare since the creation of the Red Cross.

Até 1920, data em que se relacionou com a deficiéncia de vitamina D, a etiologia do raquitismo
era desconhecida. Esta € uma doenga pediatrica antiga cujas consequéncias no esqueleto sao
estudadas pela paleopatologia, e que apresentou propor¢des epidémicas no pos-revolugao
industrial, devido a alimentag&o inadequada e pouca exposi¢éo a luz solar.

Pretende-se explorar fontes documentais portuguesas, elaboradas por médicos no primeiro
quartel do século XX que se debrucam sobre a origem da doenca (vista, por exemplo, como
consequéncia de outras patologias), a historia familiar/médica dos doentes, as formas de
tratamento (helioterapia, actinoterapia ou a suplementacao alimentar) e a profilaxia (exposi¢ao
a luz e praticas de higiene habitacional). Apesar de Portugal ter um clima ameno, com
Primavera e Verao ensolarados, as condi¢des de trabalho, habitacionais e alimentares deram
lastro para que muitas criangas sofressem de raquitismo.

Abstract

Until 1920, when it was related to the vitamin D deficiency, the etiology of rickets was unknown.
This is an old pediatric disease whose consequences in the skeleton are studied by
paleopathology, and presented epidemic proportions in the post-industrial revolution, due to
inadequate food and little exposure to sunlight.

We intend to explore Portuguese documentary sources, elaborated by doctors in the first
quarter of the twentieth century that focus on the origin of the disease (seen, for example, as a
consequence of other diseases), family and medical history of patients, therapeutic treatments
(helioterapia , actinoterapia or dietary supplementation) and prophylaxis (light exposure and
housing hygiene practices). Although Portugal has a mild climate, with spring and sunny
summer, working conditions, housing and food contributed to many children suffering from
rickets.

Resumo

Em 1981, foi publicado o primeiro caso mundial de Sida. Em 1983, foi diagnosticado o primeiro
caso portugués. No mesmo ano foi descoberto o primeiro retrovirus humano causador da
infecao pelo virus da imunodeficiéncia humana (VIH). Decorridos 33 anos, mais de 70 milhdes
de pessoas no mundo foram infetadas pelo VIH, infectam-se por dia 6000 pessoas e mais de
30 milhdes morreram por Sida. Em 2014, Portugal ocupava o 3° lugar na incidéncia do VIH na
UE 28, sendo 49% dos novos casos diagnosticados em fase tardia.

Com este trabalho pretende-se tragar uma histéria-cronologia do VIH em Portugal entre 1983 e
2015, com base nos dados estatisticos da doenga, bem como noutros elementos relevantes
para a histéria de uma das patologias infeciosas mais recentes e de maior impacto social e
econdmico, tais como, a evolugdo das respostas oficiais, da comunidade cientifica e da
sociedade civil.

Abstract

In 1981, the world's first Aids case was reported. In 1983, the first Portuguese case was
diagnosed. In that same year, the first human retrovirus infection caused by the human
immunodeficiency virus (HIV) was shown. After 33 years, over 70 million people worldwide
were infected with HIV, 6,000 people are infected daily and over 30 million have died from
AIDS. In 2014, Portugal occupied the 3rd place in the incidence of HIV in the EU 28, with 49 %
of new cases diagnosed at late stage.

This work aims to trace a timeline of HIV in Portugal between 1983 and 2015, based on
statistics of the disease, and other relevant elements such as developments in official
responses , the scientific community and civil society, helping defining the history of one of the
latest infectious diseases with greater social and economic impact .

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Abstract

The right to self-determination of the person with disabilities includes the right to sexual
satisfaction, and affective and family life.

Such positive rights shall be recognized only for moderate mental illness, as criminal law
punishes sexual activities with people with severe mental illness. The legal system shall
promote the protection of the disabled person as well as his/ her inclusion. The limitations shall
respect the principle of proportionality that is the norms shall be the less restrictive of the
fundamental rights of people with disabilities and thus stipulate the value of their real
capabilities and the consequent adjustment of the decision process on the person with
disabilities.

In such way the National law can honor the Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities, adopted in New York on March 30, 2007, ratified by Portugal in 2009, which looms
particularly relevant for the recognition and promotion of human rights of persons with
disabilities.

However, if all respect and abstarct right to sexual self-determination, also for disabled
persons, there are string divergences concerning the acceptance of the “Sexual assistance”,
because some countries associate this activity to prostitution, as a few countries already
recognize this occupation.

In this paper, we will present arguments in favor of the regulation of this job.

Abstract

The physician-poet Nidai of Ankara (1509 to post-1567) studied medicine in Crimea and served
as a court physician in Istanbul during the reign of Sultan Selim Il. Nidai marked the classical
period of Ottoman medicine particularly with his acclaimed works and translations in Turkish,
among which Menafi al-Nas (Benefits of People) (1566) and its abridged version in verse Durr-i
Manzum (Pearl of Verses) (1567) became widely famous. The final chapter of Menafi al-Nas is
also known independently under the name Vasiyyetname (The Will), which is noteworthy in
terms of medical ethics. This didactic poem in 34 verses includes Nidai's moral advice to
physicians that they should be well-mannered, trustworthy, and competent in their arts and
should treat their patients with modesty, honesty, and compassion. Based on a manuscript
registered at the Rasid Efendi Library of Manuscripts in Kayseri, Turkey, this study aims to
present this work from a historical perspective. (This study was in part supported by the
Research Fund of Erciyes University.

El Congreso Dental Internacional de Londres de 1914 se suspende subitamente y en pleno
trabajo, porque el Gobierno Inglés necesita el local de la Universidad, donde las reuniones se
estaban celebrando, para alojar en él las tropas expedicionarias que marcharan a Beélgica.

Se comenta que los dentistas de nacionalidad alemana establecidos en Francia, han tenido
que abandonar sus clientelas y sus casas.

En Espafia los articulos de fabricacion alemana no pueden obtenerse. El iodo ha quintuplicado
su precio, y la novocaina no se pude comprar por valor alguno. Los productos fabricados en
otros paises llegan con dificultad porque los medios de comunicaciéon son escasos y sus
precios estan recargados.

In 1918 it was carried out a subscription for dentists war victims, and commission to raise funds
sent to "L'Aide Confraternelle" Paris, an association founded to benefit Belgian and French
orphans of companions killed in war, collected for this purpose.

Abstract: The term “placebo” became part of medical vocabulary in the late 18th century, due
to Alexander Sutherland.

Contrary to what was
previous thought, it has been proved that placebo has therapeutic value and the “placebo
effect” is now acknowledged by the medical community. The first theories that tried to explain
the phenomenon were response expectancy and classic conditioning.

In the last century the doctrine and jurisprudence began to design with greater emphasis the
duty to inform the doctor, as advocated in various national and international legal instruments.
It was with the change in the doctor-patient relationship that the abandonment of the
Hippocratic paternalism to the primacy of self-determination of the patient, the duty to inform
and the consequent informed and enlightened consent arise as exclusion assumptions of the
unlawfulness of medical action, leaving the health professionals to observe the minimum rules
for validation and recognition. However, it is emphasized that this ethical and legal duty of
health professionals may raise doubts in medical practice, the existence of institutes such as
presumed consent, therapeutic privilege and the right not to know, that impedes the realization
of this duty.

To overcome this obstacle, researchers from different
European institutions have made expeditions to Brazil in order to further research in the field of
tropical diseases, resulting in the creation of a new branch of medicine that denied influential
determinism. At the turn of the twentieth century, countries such as Portugal, Germany,
England and France added to the curricula of medical schools the discipline of Tropical
Medicine, thanks to the efforts of researchers from different countries who contributed to the
circulation of information and results studied across continents.

Abstract

During World War | (1914-1918) on of the main problems in the recovery of the wounded was
infection. Infectious diseases represented a main concern. It was necessary to attack the
microorganisms but the only available treatment consisted of preventive measures, asepsis, or
measures that employed disinfectants, antisepsis. The primary objective was to defeat
externally the infectious agent or to establish inappropriate conditions for its growth; however,
this was not always possible. Disinfectants such as lysol, salts of heavy metals, carbolic acid,
phenic acid were common. However, their high toxicity limited their use. An English chemist,
H.D. Dakin, developed Dakin solution to treat infected wounds. This solution was used with
success during WWI. This presentation, based on books, journals and other bibliography
published in Portugal during WWI aims to enlighten how infection was treated in this period.

Na Primeira Guerra Mundial (1914-1918) farmacia militar em Portugal ndo estava preparada
para responder de forma eficaz a um conflito daquela natureza. A partir de 1917, depois da
entrada de Portugal na guerra, foram enviados para Franga farmacéuticos portugueses para
prestar servigo militar farmacéutico. Depois de Portugal entrar na Guerra, houve necessidade
de reorganizar e de melhorar os servigos farmacéuticos.

During the First World War (1914-1918) the Portuguese military Pharmacy was not prepared to
respond in an effective manner to such a harsh conflict. In 1917, after Portugal entered the war,
Portuguese pharmacists were sent to France to fulfill their military service. After entering the
war, it became evident that the Portuguese pharmaceutical services needed to be reorganized
and improved. In this presentation, the authors aim to present a review of the sanitary and
pharmaceutical context between 1914 and 1918, referring the most relevant pharmaceutical
specificities and medicines. They will focus mainly upon the pharmacy in Portugal, particularly
upon: the presence of military pharmacists in WWI; the organization of the army’s
pharmaceutical services; the pharmacy in the battle front. They establish a relation between
this process and the genesis, in 1918, of the Farmécia Central do Exército.

Transversal a outros campos historiograficos, a tematica da invisibilidade de actores, espagos
e projectos em ciéncia constitui um desafio permanente. Desafiante, designadamente pelas
tipologias de fontes imprescindiveis ao desvendar e recuperar de nomes e actividades de
quem, por uma ou outra razdo, foi esquecido ou ignorado dos anais.

Common to other historiographical fields, the issue of invisibility of actors, spaces and projects
in science is an ongoing challenge. Challenging, particularly for types of sources essential to
uncover and retrieve names and activities of those who, for one reason or another, has been
forgotten or ignored by historiography. Such is the case of the diversity of interdisciplinary
studies published in recent years about the connection between science and gender studies.
There are, however, other invisibilities in the history of science less analyzed by historiography.
These invisibilities include collectors, correspondents, patrons, publishers of science (not
scientists) and private institutions. Providing compared, crossed and complementary glances
on the matter, through Portuguese and Spanish historiographical testimonies, this symposium
will allow for a first state of the art among us, assessing methodological issues and theoretical
models, comparing situations and listing challenges and opportunities, particularly in terms of
possible future collaborations in this field.

In sciences where fieldwork plays a central role, field assistants are always present. In the
Portuguese geological survey, field assistants were hired in order to collect rock, fossil, mineral,
and even archaeological samples, and to render collections organized. However, some of them
became highly competent in geological surveying, playing a role in the survey that seems to be
distinctive to the Portuguese context. Field assistants were also responsible for the survival of a
tradition of geological practice when the institution went trough a particular troublesome period
featuring the lack of material and human resources.

This presentation aims to make known the life and work of the Portuguese geological survey
field assistants in the 19th and 20th centuries and it is based upon historical research already
accomplished and published.

Os estudos realizados por gedgrafas briténicas demonstram que as mulheres foram excluidas
dos grandes projectos europeus e que a geografia historica tem ignorado a contribuicao
feminina conduzindo a “marginalizacdo das mulheres, e na pior das hipdteses para a sua total
exclusdo das historias criadas e ensinadas por gedgrafos historicos” (Rose & Ogborn, 1998:
405).

Na geografia portuguesa somos confrontados com a inexisténcia de uma historiografia
feminista, havendo a necessidade de abordar as questdes de género de modo a exp6r a
produgdo masculinista de conhecimento geografico “oficial” e identificar as contribuicbes ndo
reconhecidas feitas por mulheres.

Esta comunicagdo pretende demonstrar quais o0s obstaculos sociais, economicos e
profissionais impostos as mulheres (e gedgrafas académicas) no periodo de 1929-75, que
conduziram ao seu irreconhecimento numa geografia masculina. Através das suas memorias
demonstrar-se-& como elas percebiam a sua condi¢do e de que modo tentaram superar estas
dificuldades, para tornar as suas geografias “néo oficiais” reconhecidas.

Abstract

Recent studies by british women geographers show that women were excluded from the major
European projects and that historical geography has ignored the female contribution leading to
" the marginalization of women, and at worst in their total exclusion from the histories which are
created and taught by historical geographers" (Rose, 1998 Ogborn &: 405).

In Portuguese geography we are faced with the absence of a feminist historiography of
geography, therefore there is a great need to address issues of women and gender to expose
the male-dominated production of ‘official geographical knowledge and identify hitherto-
unacknowledged contributions by women.

This communication intends to demonstrate what social, economic and professional obstacles
where imposed to women (and academic women geographers) between 1929-75, leading to
their lack of acknowledge in geography. Through their memories it will be showed how they
perceived their condition and tried to overcome these obstacles, to make their "unofficial"
geographies recognizable.

It was in the nineteenth century that Philology began to be regarded as a science with a
discourse and a methodology similar to that of the most experimental sciences.

In Spain the new discipline began its consolidation in
the late nineteenth century with the work of Ramon Menendez Pidal. In Portugal, as soon as
1859, the Advanced Course on Linguistics was created at the University of Lisbon, which
reflected the new linguistic trends.

With this background behind us, we propose to study the relations between the two Iberian
countries in the field of Linguistics in the first half of the nineteenth century. Our time frame will
go from the time Carolina Michaélis de Vasconcelos was working with the philologists at the
Center for Historical Studies, to the publication of the Linguistic Atlas of the Iberian Peninsula,
in which several Portuguese philologists took part.

Post-polio syndrome is a low prevalence syndrome which affects an imprecise percentage of
people who suffer from poliomyelitis. Through 4 multidisciplinary approaches we intend to
analyse the circumstances that surround the low prevalence diseases. In them, the patient (or
their families), have had to assume an active role in the search for solutions to the problems
owing to the existing lack of knowledge, in as much social as among health professionals. The
activism and social movements have been determining factors in the transformation of the
traditional patient/doctor relationship and has created synergies which have allowed the
consolidation of some specialties and the appearance of other new ones. However, the rare
diseases at an adult age generate less social sensitivity and greater obstacles. Post-polio
syndrome offers particular characteristics because of its paradoxical origins in an epidemic and
its existence in Portugal remains invisibilised.

Cuando aun no se cumplen los 15 afios de la obtencion del certificado de erradicacion de la
poliomielitis en la Region Europea de la OMS, la generacion afectada por la enfermedad en las
décadas centrales del siglo XX se enfrenta a un deterioro rapido y progresivo de su salud.
Pese a las resistencias cientificas y sociales a reconocer este hecho (que trunca la vision
triunfalista de la erradicacion) esta nueva entidad fue incorporada en 2010 a la Clasificacion
Internacional de Enfermedades.

Abstract

Not 15 years had passed since the achievement of the certification of eradication of
poliomyelitis in the European region of the WHO, when the generation who were affected by
the disease in the middle decades of the 20t century confronted a rapid and progressive
deterioration of their health. Despite scientific and social resistance in recognizing this fact
(which spoils the triumphalist vision of the eradication), this new entity was incorporated into
the International Classification of Diseases in 2010. Although the syndrome shares its low
prevalence with the other rare diseases, the lack of knowledge of the same on the part of
health professionals, the difficulty in obtaining a diagnosis or the disinterest towards
pharmacological research, and the relationship between the people affected and the
associations of rare diseases all offer resistance. The factors that determine these attitudes
and their effect on the adoption of associative strategies are analyzed.

Contrariamente ao que acontece em muitos outros paises (nomeadamente em Espanha ou na
América latina) ndo existe, no presente, em Portugal, uma Associagdo que reuna doentes
afetados pela poliomielite e pelo Sindrome Pos-Pélio (SPP). Na realidade, temos hoje a clara
percecdo de que estas pessoas ou ndo pertencem a nenhuma associa¢do ou pertencem a
associagdes generalistas de pessoas com algum tipo de limitag&o fisica. Em Portugal existiu
durante algum tempo uma associagéo, sediada em Evora, mas esta acabaria por se extinguir.
Alias, alguns estudos apontam a limitacdo de recursos humanos e financeiros e a fraca
profissionalizagdo dos seus membros como fatores determinantes na pouca visibilidade e
fraca capacidade de influenciar as politicas de saude da maior parte das associagbes de
doentes em Portugal.

Abstract

In opposite to what we find in many other countries (namely in Spain or some countries of Latin
America), in the present, in Portugal, there isn’t any association that gathers persons affected
by polio or by the post-polio syndrome. In fact, today it’s clear that these person don't belong to
any formal group or they are associated to general associations of disabled people.

In Portugal, during a small period of time, there was an association of Polio and Post- Polio
syndrome (in Evora) but it was extinguished because it faced a total lack of support and some
personal problems related to its governing board.

Some authors suggest, by the way, that the lack of human and financial support allied to the
low professionalization of its members are determinant to the lack of visibility and the small
capacity to interfere in the health politics of the most Associations of patients in Portugal.

This study, inscribed in a larger goal, intends to analyze the Portuguese situations using a
mixed methodology (quantitative and qualitative methods). It is based in questionnaires and
interviews applied to persons who had or intend to have the leadership of a new association of
Polio and post-polio syndrome in Portugal as well as to some of those who declared the
intention of belonging to that association.

Resumo

Filipe Montalto assume na sua Arquipatologia a concepgéo hipocratico-galénica da doencga
como uma afecgéo resultante do curso irregular da natureza, pelo qual se rompe o equilibrio
(temperamentum) do paciente, debilitando ou impedindo o exercicio adequado de uma
determinada funcg&o fisica ou psiquica. A cura € o efeito da actividade da prépria natureza
(natura curatrix) no seu esforgo de restabelecer o equilibrio perdido. Neste quadro, a tarefa do
médico é a de um auxiliar da natureza, seguindo o principio “os contrarios curam-se com 0s
contrarios”.

N&do obstante a sua fidelidade a tradigdo médica, Filipe Montalto reconhece ao médico um
papel bastante mais activo do que o habitual, por um lado, e, por outro, d& um relevo muito
especial aos ndo-naturais no processo de cura, muito em especial 0 sono e a vigilia e o regime
de vida. A ateng@o aos habitos do doente faz de Montalto um pioneiro na senda da
psicoterapia.

Abstract

The Portuguese Physician Filipe Montalto assumes, in his Archipathologia, the Hippocratic
view of the illness as an affection resulting from an irregular course of the nature, by means of
which the harmonious balance (temperamentum) of the patient is broken, weakening or
inhibiting the adequate performance of a physical or psychical function. The healing is the
effect of the action exercised by the nature itself (natura curatrix) in restoring the lost harmony.
Within such framework, the Physician’s task is to cooperate with nature, according to the
principle “the opposite is cured with the opposite” (contraria contrariis curantur).

Despite his fidelity to the medical tradition, Montalto assigns a more active role to the Physician
than it was usually done, and he considers specifically relevant the no-natural things. For his
attention to the habits of the ill, Montalto is a precursor of the modern psychotherapy.

Resumo

A Arquipatologia (1614) de Filipe Montalto, obra notavel para o estudo da psiquiatria
constituida por 18 tratados, expde, de acordo com a tradi¢do hipocratico-galénica, uma diaita,
regime de vida, adequada a cada patologia. Observa-se, todavia, que o explanar candnico de
sex rebus non naturalibus, sobre as coisas ndo naturais (i.e. 0 ar, 0 exercicio, a vigilia, a
quietagdo, o sono e a alimentacdo), consideradas causas externas das afecgdes, incide
sobremaneira nas praticas da mesa. Tomando o Tratado IV sobre a afecgdo melancélica como
exemplo, é nosso objectivo analisar a fungao do regime alimentar (a comida e a bebida) no
ambito da terapéutica. Verifica-se, assim, que quer as causas, ilustradas por um "catalogo” de
alimentos nocivos, quer os sinais distintivos das trés espécies de melancolia, como,
finalmente, a cura preconizada para estas afec¢bes estdo inscritas num modelo sistematizado
de preceitos alimentares enquadrados pela teoria dos humores, mas a que néo é alheia a
confissao religiosa do Autor.

The Archipathologia (1614), Filipe Montalto's remarkable work for the psychiatry study,
composed by 18 treaties, displays, in accordance with the Hippocratic and Galen tradition, a
diaita, regimen of life, adjusted to each pathology. It can be observed, however, that a
canonical explanation on de sex rebus non naturalibus, about non natural things (i.e. air, the
exercise, the vigil, the resting, sleep and feeding), considered the external causes affections,
develops the table practices subject. Taking the melancholic affection Treaty IV as an example,
it is our purpose to analyse the food regimen (food and drink) function in the therapeutics
scope. As a fact, either the causes, illustrated by a “catalogue” of nocuous foods, or the three
species of melancholy distinctive signals, as, consequently, the cure praised for these
affections are framed in a systemize model of food rules due not only to the humoural theory,
but also to religious beliefs.

Resumo

Quando tentamos contextualizar as reflexdes de Filipe Montalto no quarto tratado do seu livro
de 1614, damo-nos conta do quanto o medico de Maria de Médicis foi um homem do seu
tempo, ndo s6 pela importancia dada & afeccdo melancolica na Arquipatologia, mas também
por causa do conhecimento que tinha da medicina antiga e medieval no que respeita a esta
questdo, o que Ihe permitiu uma revisdo das questdes formuladas pela tradi¢do iniciada por
Hipdcrates e Galeno. Tendo a teoria dos humores e a medicina dos temperamentos como seu
principal contexto, a apresentacdo que Montalto faz do diagndstico e das causas da
melancolia passa pela hipotese da existéncia de uma relagéo causal especifica entre a mente
e 0 corpo que implica uma tese singular sobre a relagéo do cérebro e do corag&o.

Abstract

When we try to contextualize Montalto’s reflexions in the fourth treatise of this 1614’s book, we
become aware of how much Marie de Medici doctor was a man of his time, not only because of
the importance given in his Archipathologia to the melancholic affection, but also because of
the knowledge he had of ancient and medieval medicine concerning this question, which
allowed him a considerable reassessment of the questions formulated by the tradition initiated
by Hippocrates and Galen. Having the theory of humours and the medicine of temperaments
as its main context, Montalto’s presentation of the diagnosis and the causes of melancholia
makes the hypothesis of a kind of specific causal relationship between the mind and the body
that implies important thesis on the brain and on its relationship with the heart. Furthermore,
accompanying these interrogations that imply the animus, we also find some important
philosophical considerations about cognition, imagination and the vulnerability of human
condition.

And this physician-philologist, in the path of his psychopathology, was no stranger to that very
long literary tradition, like so quotations from Hippocrates, Galen and Avicenna share the pages
of the Archipathologia with verses of Ovid or Horace and not few narratives popularized by the
literary memory.

Perusing the confluences between literature and medical science in the text of Montalto, we
intend to highlight the first gives the second completive exempla of the medical authorities
testimony and of the clinical experience and, thus, to validate the second gives the first a
certain competence within its domain.

Resumo

A historia do longo século XX foi marcada pelo advento de grandes sistemas tecnoldgicos
(Kohlrausch & Trischler, 2014). Um momento fulcral para a sua histéria era as cerimonias das
inauguragdes, rituais de baptismo, momentos de ignigdo do progresso e exercicios de
tecnopolitica e tecnodiplomacia, plenos de simbolos, truques semanticos e exercicios
retoricos, que buscavam a ades&o de uma comunidade de crentes (Brendel, 2016).
Considerando que a analise das inauguragdes de grandes sistemas tecnoldgicos pode ser um
importante instrumento para o estudo das sociedades passadas e presentes (Pozharliev,
2016), esta sessdo abordara as ceriménias inaugurais de quatro grandes sistemas
tecnologicos em Portugal Continental e no ultramar: linhas do Tua, Beira Alta, Ambaca e
Mormugdo, onde se analisardo: os objetivos desses eventos; seus protagonistas e
interlocutores;  elementos  iconograficos/retéricos  recorrentes; seu uso para a
consolidagdo/legitimag@o de poder; suas conexdes com movimentos conservadores ou
revolucionarios; entre outros aspectos.

Abstract

The history of the long twentieth century (1850-2000) was characterized by the coming of large
technological systems (Kohlrausch & Trischler, 2014). A pivotal moment in their history was the
inauguration ceremonies, as rituals of baptism, fraught with symbols and rhetorical elements,
where progress was ‘switched on’, and as exercises of technopolitics/technodiplomacy that
sought the adherence of a community of believers (Brendel, 2016).
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Considering that the analysis of these inaugurations may be a powerful tool for the study of
past and present societies (Pozharliev, 2016), this session will analyse the inauguration
ceremonies of four large technological systems in the Portuguese mainland and in her
overseas territories: railways of Tua, Beira Alta, Ambaca and Mormugé&o. Some issues to be
addressed include: the goals of those events; its protagonists; the recurring
iconographic/rhetorical elements; the way they were used for the consolidation/legitimation of
power; connection to nationalist or revolutionary movements; and so on.

Resumo

Depois de trés anos de duros trabalhos, a linha Foz-Tua a Mirandela foi inaugurada no dia
29.9.1887, numa ceriménia que contou com a presenca do rei D. Luis I. A festividade comegra
uns dias antes, tendo o rei aproveitado o ensejo ndo so6 para inaugurar 0 novo instrumento de
progresso, mas também para visitar as suas provincias do norte.

Quase vinte anos depois, era aberta a extensdo da mesma linha até Braganga, finalizando um
processo construtivo igualmente trabalhoso. No entanto, desta feita, o chefe de Estado néo se
dirigiu a cidade com quem inclusivamente partilhava o nome. O evento assumiu assim
sobretudo um cariz local/regional organizado pelas elites locais.

Abstract

After three years of hard labour, the railway from Foz-Tua to Mirandela was inaugurated on
29.9.1887, in a ceremony attended by King Luis |. The King took the opportunity not only to
open the new railroad, but also to visit the northern provinces of Portugal.

Almost twenty years later, the extension of this line to Braganca was also inaugurated, thus
concluding a construction process that was likewise very hard. However, this time the head of
State did not attend the opening ceremony and he did not go to the city with which he shared
his family name: Braganga. Hence, the event took a local/regional character and it was
organized by the local elites.

In this paper, we aim to analyse the most significant aspects of these opening ceremonies,
examining contemporary newspapers and drawing of Rafael Bordalo Pinheiro (of the opening
of the first section of the track to Mirandela).

Resumo

A construgao da primeira linha-férrea em Angola foi um projeto adiado durante 40 anos. Mas a
31.10.1886 decorreu, em Luanda, a cerimonia de langamento das obras do caminho-de-ferro
de Ambaca, a primeira via-férrea de penetracdo portuguesa em Africa. O caminho-de-ferro
surgia, diante dos agentes politicos/técnicos, como simbolo de modernidade e
desenvolvimento, instrumento de apropriagéo territorial e de afirmagédo de Portugal no concerto
das nagdes que disputavam poder em Africa.

O primeiro trogo de 45 km (Luanda-Funda) foi aberto a exploragéo a 1.11.1888. Onze anos
depois a linha chegava a Ambaca. As varias vicissitudes por que passou a companhia
concessionaria ndo impediram a realizagdo da ceriménia de inauguragéo, em 7.9.1899.

Na nossa comunicagdo analisaremos este cerimonial, com especial enfoque nos discursos dos
representantes das varias entidades envolvidas, com o objectivo de avaliar as expectativas
geradas e a intencionalidade intrinseca a fixagdo de uma narrativa destinada a ser glosada na
metropole.

Abstract

The construction of railways in Angola was a project delayed for 40 years. But on 31.10.1886,
in Luanda, the ceremony of the beginning of the works of the railway to Ambaca took place. It
was the first Portuguese penetration railway in Africa.

The railway was to political/technical agents the symbol of modernity, an indispensable tool for
strategic territorial appropriation and for the assertion of Portugal in scramble for Africa.The first
45-km-stretch of track (Luanda-Funda), was inaugurated on 1.11.1888. Eleven years later, the
railway reached Ambaca. The sundry challenges faced by the railway company did not prevent
the celebration of the inauguration on 7.9.1899.

In this paper we aim to analyse the ceremonial details of these events, especially the speeches
produced by the entities involved. We aim to determine the nature of the expectations created
and the intentions of creating a specific narrative that should be assimilated by the metropolis.

Resumo

Na década de 1880 Portugal conheceu um dos dois periodos de maior expansdo da rede
férrea nacional (1177 km em 1880 para 2 071 km em 1890), no qual se inauguraram também
as primeiras vias-férreas no ultramar.

Duas linhas de alto teor técnico-simbdlico foram inauguradas neste periodo: a da Beira Alta
(Agosto de 1882) e a de Mormugéo (Janeiro de 1888). A primeira era considerada a
verdadeira linha internacional que deveria ligar Lisboa & Europa pelo caminho mais direto e
rapido. Quanto a linha de Mormugao, foi a primeira via-férrea inaugurada no império colonial
portugués, que epitomava a politica de fomento para o ultramar baseada numa intima relagéo
com Inglaterra.

Neste artigo iremos comparar os cerimoniais de ambos os eventos, evidenciando a retorica,
simbolos, detalhes aludidos, recorrendo a imprensa da época, a uma narrativa de viagem
(Beira Alta) e aos relatérios do governador-geral da india.

Abstract

In the 1880s Portugal experienced one of the two most intense periods of railway construction
in her history (1177 km in 1880; 2071 km in 1890). It was also the epoch when new lines were
opened in the colonies.

Two roads of high techno-symbolic value were inaugurated in this timeframe: Beira Alta
(August 1882) and Mormugdo (January 1888). The former was considered the real
transnational track that should connect Lisbon to Europe by the shortest route; the latter was
the first railway inaugurated in the Portuguese colonial empire, and it epitomized the
development program decided in Lisbon for the overseas colonies, based upon an intimate
relationship with Britain.

In this presentation we will compare both opening ceremonies, highlighting the rhetorical details
and the symbols evoked. We will read on newspaper articles, a travel narrative by a foreign
journalist (for the Beira Alta case) and reports of the Governor of India.
